C Success of the College

Every year almost 200 students are completing the “Diploma in Deeniyat Education™
(D.D.Ed.) degree. They are considered as Muallimas or Islamic Scholars who are already
appointed as teachers in the schools under Deeniyat Muallima College.

Almost 40,000 students, out of which 20,000 are female students, are getting educated
through Deeniyat Muazzam Maktab in West Bengal. D.M.C. is creating Deeniyat teachers
who will impart Deen teachings to the girls above the age of 9 years. lt will uphold the role of
girls in the formation of an ideal society.

Students passing out of Deeniyat Muallima College are teachers at Deeniyat Muazzam
Maktab. Among them, many are appointed in English medium schools and missions as
Deeniyat Teachers.

blood donation camp

Calcutta: A mother and her
daughter came together to a
college in Howrah on Satur-
day morning to donate blood.

It was a first for 18-year-old
Zeba Kulsum Molla as well
as the 43-year-old Yeamina
Begum.

They were not the only
ones

Over 70 women came to
Deeniyat Muallima College in
Howrah, keeping aside their
inhibitions and striking a blow
at the myths regarding health
concerns in donating blood, to
undertake the exercise.

The camp was organised
by women for women donors,
an unusual sight from the reg-
ular camps that are mostly
male, be it the organisers or
the donors.

Yeamina Begum told the
organisers on Saturday that
it required both courage and
opportunity for her to step out
and donate blood.

“We had to convince
women that they can donate

globin reference values for
women are lower than that of
men. Usually blood banks test
and see if the haemoglobin
is in the range of 11.5grams/
deciliter to 12.5gram/decilitre
for a woman. But blood banks
are more stringent than blood
donation camps,” he said.

“But in society, there is a
mindset to discourage women
from donating blood which
should not be the case,” Bhat-
tacharya added.

The discouragement often
comes from irrational health
concerns.

On Saturday of the 70, 67
were fit to donate blood and
they collected 36 units of
blood.

Sheikh Fardeena Khatun,
a second-year student, said
she was scared initially but
after donating she felt more
relaxed.

“Blood donation is an im-
portant thing to do because
the blood I donate today can be
used to save alife. Tam happy [
could do it,” she said.

Solar power focus in Pratichi training

Kolkata: Praichi lndia Trast has lauched a pilot project which focuses an the decontralisation

of solar energy. Pratichl, in collaboration with Deentyat Muallima College In Howrah, is

providing hands-on training 10 19 youths from minority communities on use of salar panels,
batteries, LED bulbs, SMD-LED lights, BLDC fans and C-spectrum UV LEDs for solar water
purification. The project aims to promote “barefoot solar entrepreneurship” so that a livelihood
opportunity is generated as well as make them self-sufficient in their daily activities also.

“The primary focus is to train them for production of off-grid solar electricity utilising
rooftops in suburban and rural areas, and also make them aware about the daily-use
applications of solar power to use fans, mobile chargers, water purifiers and for cooking. It
will help them become self-rellant and. in the long run. can generate many livelihood options.”
said Urba Chaudhuri, coordinator, special project. at Pratichi India Trust.
